Keep practicing writing your name using cursive script. Also practice writing your letters and
numbers, forming them correctly and check to make sure that they are the right way round.



You could practice adding and subtracting numbers. Finding one more, and one less than numbers,
and practice countingin 2’s, 5’s and 10’s.

You could go on a shape hunt. Can you spot shapes around your house or garden? Are they 2d or
3d shapes? Can you name them?

Keep drawing and colouring and practising holding your pencil correctly. Keep using scissors to cut
out different shapes.

Maybe you have learnt to do something new? Like learn to skip, ride your bike or bounce a ball?
